SECTION-I

PRE-QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENT:

1. GENERAL

The bidder must possess the following requirements. It is clarified that the offer of
those bids who do not qualify the following requirements shall not be entertained
and the same shall be considered as disqualified. It is also intimated that merely
meeting the following requirements does not indicate that the bidders shall be
shortlisted for opening of financial bid. The short listing shall be made considering
all the technical & commercial parameters furnished by the bidder along with the
technical offer.

2. ELIGIBILITY

a. The Bidder should possess class “A/ B” Electrical license issued by Electrical
Inspectorate of Govt. of Rajasthan. If the bidder owns a license other than
Rajasthan state, then he will have to obtain it within one month after award of
contract, failing which award may be cancelled. An affidavit on non-judicial
stamp paper of Rs.100/- duly attested by Notary Public, to this effect is to be
along with bid.

b. The Bidder must be registered with any Govt. Department (State/Central/Power
Utilities).

c. The Bidder should be an Electrical Contractor who regularly undertakes
electrical project and has adequate technical knowledge and practical
experience of similar nature of works. The bid shall be evaluated on the
following qualification criterion. Any bidder if fails in any criterion shall be
considered as disqualified.

d. The bidder must not be blacklisted/ debarred / under business relation severed
by any state/ Central Govt./PSU /Power utilities on the date of bid submission.
The Bidder should provide an undertaking (Self certificate) in prescribed format
in this regard. Prescribed format is enclosed at schedule- 1.

WORK EXPERIENCE

If bidder should have experience of electrical erection works/ operation &
maintenance of 33/11 KV Sub-Stations or higher voltage class during last Five
Financial years from date of opening of Bid i.e. from Financial Year 2015 -16 to
Financial Year 2019-20 in any of the Discoms. The Bidders experience of electrical
erection works / operation & maintenance of 33/11 KV GSS and higher voltage
class shall be counted cumulative (Sum of best three years) of last five preceding
financial years and their value should not be less than 25 % of the cost of lots for
which bidder has quoted.

The copies of the relevant detailed work orders should be enclosed regarding
above work experience. The ‘G’ Schedule / reports indicating various activities of
works executed should also be enclosed along with satisfactorily work completion
certificates, issued by concerned officer not below the rank of Executive Engineer or
equivalent in case of in any of the Discoms.



TURN OVER

a. The Bidder should have Minimum Annual Turnover (MAT) not less than 25 %
value of estimated cost of LOT, for which bidder quoted, in any one year of
last three financial years. In case a bidder is quoting for more than one LOT,
Pre-qualification requirement shall be examined on the basis of sum of LOT
wise requirements of all quoted LOT at the time of award. However, for
opening of price bid, bidder should meet PQR individually for quoted lots.
Details of all LOT are available at “Annexure-F”. A CA Certified certificate
is required for the same.

b. The contractor should be registered with PF and ESI Department in case of
notified area. The certificate may be produced prior to opening bid.

c. The contractor should possess the valid license as provided under section 12
of the contract labour (R&A) Act 1970, an attested photo copy of which
should be furnished by the Contractor with the technical bid.

The bidder has to quote for minimum one LOT for a particular tender of division
maximum participation shall be limited. However bidder may participate in
different LOTs of various circle under Jaipur Discom separately as per NIT. A
bidder cannot bid more than 05 Nos. of Lots.

Contract will be awarded maximum upto Two LOTs only having
maximum nos. of sub-stations (as per eligibility) out of the lot(s) for which
bidder has quoted.

NOTE :-
All bidders are requested to upload the documents related to qualification

requirement strictly as per technical specification; uploaded documents should
be clearly visible otherwise bid may be rejected.

MINIMUM WAGES CRITERIA SHOULD TO BE STRICTLY FOLLOWED:

In this regard minimum rate for Operation & Maintenance of one 33/11 KV
sub-station per month has been calculated, on behalf of latest circular issued by
Labour Department (Govt. Of Rajasthan) regarding Minimum wage. Thus minimum
rate excluding EPF, ESI & GST for Operation & Maintenance of one GSS per
month is Rs. 22410/- (Rupees Twenty two Thousand Four Hundred and ten
Only). However minimum rate including EPF, ESI & GST for Operation &
Maintenance of one GSS per month is Rs. 30,476.49/- (Rupees Thirty thousand
Four hundred seventy six and Forty Nine paisa only). If any bidder quotes rate
for Operation & Maintenance of one GSS per month less than Rs. 22410/-
(excluding EPF, ESI & GST) and 30476.48/-, (including EPF, ESI & GST) then his
bid shall be rejected. Also as per minimum wages act of labour department (Govt.
of Rajasthan) weekly rest has to be given to workmen deputed. Provision of rest
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relievers for weekly rest is to be strictly followed by contractor. The name of rest
reliever of each 33/11 kV sub-station shall be declared by Contractor firm. A rest
reliever can perform duty on maximum 2 Nos. 33/11 KV sub-station. After award of
contract, name of ITI persons deployed on each 33/11 KV sub-station shall be
intimated in writing to SE(TW) as well as SE(O&M) and concerned Executive
Engineer (O&M) before commencement of work for ensuring requirement by
concerned officer. Amount to be paid to rest relievers is also included in Rs.
30476.48/-. The Bifurcation for details in respect of minimum wages, EPF, ESI and

INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS

1. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS:

1.1The Jaipur Vidyut Vitran Nigam Ltd, or any authority designated herein after

called 'OWNER' will receive bids in respect of services as set forth in the
accompanying specification. All bids shall be prepared and submitted in
accordance with these instructions. The Bidder, in his own interest is requested
to read very carefully these instructions and the terms and conditions as
incorporated in General Conditions of Contract and Technical specification
before filling the Bid proposal form. If he has any doubt as to the meaning of this
specification or any portion thereof, he shall before submitting the Bid, refer the
same to the Superintending Engineer (TW), Jaipur Vidyut Vitran Nigam Limited,
Jaipur in writing well in time before the specified date of opening of Bids so that
such doubts may be clarified. Submission of the Bid shall be deemed to be the
conclusive proof of the fact that the Bidder has acquainted himself and is in
agreement with all the instructions, terms and conditions governing the
specification, unless otherwise specifically indicated / commented by him in his
Bid.

1.2Bids submitted after the time and date fixed for receipt of bids as set out in the

invitation to Bid may be rejected.

1.3INFORMATION REQUIRED WITH THE PROPOSAL:

Oral statements made by the Bidder at any time related to any matter will
not be considered.

The bidder may use in the bid Standard catalogue pages and other
documents to provide additional information and data as deemed necessary.
In case the 'Proposal' information contradicts the specification requirements,
the specification requirements will govern, unless otherwise brought out
clearly in the technical/ commercial deviation schedule.

1.4RECEIPT AND OPENING OF BIDS.

Bidder shall submit their bid in electronic format, digitally signed and
stamped on each page. Bidder shall procure Digital Signature Certificate
(DSC) as per IT act - 2000.

The electronically received bids will be opened in the office of the
Superintending Engineer (TW), Jaipur Vidyut Vitran Nigam Limited, Jaipur
on stipulated date & time in the presence of such tenders or their authorized
representative, who choose to be present. The system does not permit
electronic submission of late tenders after the due date & time.

In case, the date fixed for opening of the tenders be declared as a public
holiday, the bid shall be opened on the next date on which office re-opens
after such holiday(s).

1.5FORMAT AND SIGNING OF BIDDER:

The tender must contain the name, designation and place of business of the
person or persons making the tender and must submit online & signing digitally
with his DSC (Digital Signature). Tender by a partnership firm must be furnished with
full names of all the partners and should be signed digitally by one of the member
of partnership firm or by a authorized representative indicating the designation of
the person or persons, with authority letter signed by the Chairman/ Secretary
other person authorized to bind the Corporation / Company in the matter.

Satisfactory evidence of authority of the person signing on behalf of the Bidder
shall be furnished with the bid.

The Bidder's name stated on the proposal shall be exact legal name of the firm.
Erasures or other changes in the bid documents shall bear the initials of the
person signing the bid.

Bids not conforming to the above requirements of signing shall be disqualified.

1.6 UNDERSTANDING AND CLARIFICATIONS ON DOCUMENTS AND

SPECIFICATIONS:

a. The Bidder is required to carefully examine the specifications and documents and

fully inform himself as to all the conditions and terms matters which may in any way
affect the Work or the cost thereof. If any Bidder finds discrepancies or omissions
in the specifications and documents or is in doubt as to the true meaning of any
part, he shall at once request in writing for at least 7 days before the specified date
of opening of Techno-commercial Bid for interpretation/clarification by the owner.
The Owner, then, will issue interpretation and clarifications as he may think fit in
writing. After receipt of such interpretations and clarifications, the Bidder may
submit his bid but within the time and date as specified in the Invitation to Bid. All
such interpretations and clarifications shall form a part of the specifications and
documents, and accompany the bidder's proposal.

. Verbal clarifications and information given by the owner or his employee(s) or his

representative(s) shall not in any way be binding on the owner.
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1.7EFEECT AND VALIDITY OF BID :

The submission of any bid connected with these documents and specification
shall constitute an agreement that the bidder shall have no cause of action or
claim, against the owner for rejection of his bid. The owner shall always be at
liberty to reject or accept any bid or bids at his sole discretion and any such action
will not be called into question and the bidder shall have no claim in that regard
against the owner.

The bids shall be valid for a minimum period of 90 days from the date of opening of
technical bids. Bids mentioning a shorter validity period than specified are likely to
be rejected /ignored.

Owner may ask for extension in validity period. The bidder will be at liberty to
accept it or not. In case bidder agrees to extend the validity period without
changing his original offer, he will be required to extend validity period of the Bank
Guarantee (Submitted against the BID SECURITY) suitably.

No change in the prices or substance of the bid shall be sought, offered, or
permitted, except to confirm the correction of arithmetic errors discovered by
the procuring entity in the evaluation of the financial bids.

No substantive change to qualification information or to a submission, including
changes aimed at making an unqualified bidder, qualified or an unresponsive
submission, responsive shall be sought, offered or permitted.

All communications generated shall be included in the record of the
procurement proceedings.

1.11 REJECTION OF BIDS :

Any action on the part of the Bidder to revise the rates / prices and modification in the
substance of original tender.

Power availability means the supply available on 33 KV mains/ 11 KV Bus Bar. If
any month availability of power is less than 95 % in aggregate due to the reasons
solely attribute to the contractor, then a penalty of 2% of monthly contract value (for
the concerned sub-station) for every fall of 1% below availability of 95% shall be
recovered from the contractor. If power availability falls below 90% in any month
then besides deduction of above penalty contract may be terminated without any
further notice.

In case of block hours supply specified on each 11 KV feeder if any distributed

FURTHER CORRESPONDENCE:

SUB-LETTING:

The contractor shall not sublet the contract or any part of this contract to any other
person / Agency. In case of violation, action will be taken against him as per
prevailing law in force/ besides termination of contact.

UNDER TAKING:
